Following the Scottish Government’s announcement 
in the summer, this service has now returned to being completely 
free of charge.

This usually includes the provision of an instrument (where 
appropriate) and once students start learning there is a variety of 
activities for them to involve themselves in including: Windband, 
Soul Band, Choir, Folk Group, Brass Ensemble, Cluster Band, 
Pipe Band and Percussion Ensemble. Our ensembles perform 
regularly in school and are often invited to perform out of school at 
local and national events.  
 
As students progress, there is a number of West Lothian 
Ensembles to join including: Big Band, Wind Ensemble, WL 
Schools’ Pipe Band, Brass Band. They perform at least one 
concert each year and often take part in Civic events. 
 
Tuition is delivered by specialist tutors during the school day (25 
minute lessons) on rotation so you don’t miss the same class. 
Since August there has been a huge uptake for this but there are 
still a few spaces left for some instruments. Anyone interested 
should speak to their class Music teacher or contact Mr. Christie 
(PTC Expressive Arts & PE) ASAP.  

The School Windband is on Thursdays at 3.35pm in the 
Theatre for all woodwind, brass and percussion players. Please 
bring your instrument and a mask. See Mr Christie or your 
instrumental tutor if you are unsure about whether you should 
be going or not. 
 
School Choir is on Wednesday after school in the theatre 
for all year groups. No experience or audition is necessary – 
just come along. Speak to your Music teacher for more 
information.
